Thank you for your response to my letter of September 19, 2006.  The County will not be asking the Gaithersburg City Police Department to enforce trespassing at the property we have leased at 17 North Frederick Avenue.  We do not feel that this is an appropriate response to the current situation, and would in fact be counterproductive to our goal of trying to address the needs of the community and the workers alike.  

It is our continued belief that this is a matter that is best resolved not by enforcement action, but by the City re-doubling its efforts to find a site where an employment center can be operated.  I understand that a new site, St. Martin’s Catholic Church, has been identified as a possible site, and we feel this location offers great promise.  Indeed, we are prepared to put the resources we had allocated for the 17 North Frederick site into the St. Martin’s location if an agreement can be reached.    

The County stands firm in its commitment to assist the City in operating an employment center, and we are anxious to move this process beyond the current stalemated situation.  In the meantime, however, we will not ask the Gaithersburg Police Department to enforce trespassing ordinances on the property we have leased at 17 North Frederick Avenue.
