2003 Master Plan - Historic Preservation Element
As you know, staff has completed a draft of the Historic Preservation Element for the 2003 Master Plan. The Historic Preservation Advisory Committee reviewed the draft element and expressed support of the draft during their regular meeting on February 2, 2006. 

Upon review of the Frederick Avenue and Olde Towne inventories within the draft element, it was noted that a number of properties have been listed as “potential historic resources.” As you know, there are many areas within the Olde Towne and Frederick Avenue that have either been specifically designated for redevelopment or have a likelihood of being redeveloped. As such, staff often refers to the Master Plan and the various elements for guidance when projects and/or proposals in these areas are discussed with the public and other interested parties.
Staff has been requested to revise the “potential historic resource” inventories for Frederick Avenue and Olde Towne in an effort to prioritize the “preservation factor” for all of the properties. Accordingly, the properties in the revised inventories for Frederick Avenue and Olde Towne have been assigned a 1, 2 or 3 based on staff’s analysis. Number 1 indicates a high preservation priority while a number 3 indicates less of a priority. We are requesting that HPAC review the assignments and comment accordingly. Both myself and the Long Range Planning staff will be attending the October HPAC meeting to answer any questions and receive feedback from the committee.
